1.0 Who does this agreement apply to

If you are an individual, whether visually impaired or fully sighted, you are allowed one copy, of my freeware or shareware software, free, for personal use, without warranty, without liability.  This software remains the intellectual property of Martin Blythe, aka Rocky Waters.  No alteration, claim of ownership or sale is permitted.  Please download and enjoy, you need read no further. 

If you are a professional or represent a commercial or not for profit organisation and wish to install, use, or redistribute this software, then this license agreement sets out the terms and conditions of use of the authors software

In all cases title, ownership, and intellectual property rights remain with the author.

2.0 Pricing and payment

There is now no charge for a single user license.  This is to assist any organisation, whether large or small, that provides a service to any individual who may benefit from my software.   However, there is a restriction placed on reselling or charging for use of my software.  There is also a suggested donation of £15 (Pounds Sterling) or $20 (US Dollars).  You are welcome to use any or all of the 13 titles currently available on my website.  This free use license lasts for 12 months after installation and the licensee is encouraged to revisit my website after 12 months in order to check for any amendments to this agreement.

There is also no charge for a site or multiple user license.   Again, there is a restriction placed on reselling or charging in any way for use of my software.  The suggested donation is £75 (Pounds Sterling) or $100 (US Dollars).  You are welcome to use any or all 13 titles that are currently available on my website, and these  can be installed on any number of computers.  Again, this free use license lasts for 12 months after installation and the licensee is encouraged to revisit my website after 12 months in order to check for any amendments.

Payments can be received via PayPal directly on the author’s website.  Please include the name and location of the relevant organisation.  If other payment methods are necessary, please email the author. 

3.0 Purpose and spirit of the agreement

It is the authors wish to provide a small but hopefully valuable service to people with sight loss.  It is also the authors wish to promote the cause of accessibility in software design and elsewhere.  The suggested donations from organisations is intended to be affordable and value for money.  The contribution I request will help me to continue to produce more accessible software products.

Furthermore I encourage any professional, or organisation, to signpost individuals to download my software for their personal use.  For example, if you have students who could benefit from better keyboard skills, please encourage them to use my audio typing tutor on their home computers at no cost.

I also encourage any organisation to download and try out a copy of my software for up to 14 days, without any obligation.  If it is not compatible with your system or does not match your requirements, simply uninstall the software.  If your organisation is small or has funding problems of any kind, please feel free to use my software without donating.  If any part of this license agreement is not acceptable, or does not meet your organisations particular circumstances, but you still wish to use my software, please get in touch via email.  You can, for any reason, email me, I value feedback and appreciate encouragement.

4.0 Software included in this license agreement

This agreement covers any or all of the software, and any materials, education or otherwise that are available for download at www.rockywaters.co.uk

This agreement is between the software author, Martin Blythe, and the licensee as described in paragraph 1.0 who is using the above software in a professional capacity as either a professional individual, a commercial organisation, a not for profit organisation, or a governmental or other public body.,
